[image: image2.emf]MC AMON (Cubacrew, Ye:Solar, Germany)

In 1996, aged 17, MC Amon made his stage debut in the Conne Island / Leipzig. He felt the upcoming breeze of the Drum and Bass vibe freshening up the East-German club culture and became part of it. Two years later he already got the opportunity to tour Germany alongside DJ Wildchild, Mr. Twister, Stephan Enders and DMC Quincy. Together with Booga and Windy he started the Cubacrew in 2000, which should become a platform providing soulful Drum and Bass. 

Besides his qualities as MC, Amon in 2002 released “Your Sound“ (B-side), a Cubacrew production which was mixed, mastered, and ’toasted’ by him. During the same year he hooked up with the Berlin Jazz Collective Ye:Solar, whom he supported as a vocalist and songwriter on an extensive tour through Germany. MC Amon is producing his own songs since 2004 and has become a proud member of the Bionic Crew in May 2005.In August 2005 he composed the music for the documentary film ‘Günni’ by Dennis Thürer which reached the final at the Leipzig Documentary Film Festival.
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METASOUND (Phunk:fiction Recordings, Radio 3tes Ohr, Leipzig, Germany)

Nick Totfalusi aka Metasound had finally found „his music“ in Drum & Bass after having played in several punk and hardcore bands and being involved in hip hop for quite a while. For him, the significance of drum & bass lies in the wide spectrum and the variety of possible influences. For this reason, his live sets come along with a lot of different styles within drum & bass. Still, to him elements of jazz, funk and soul music mean a lot in his sound.

After three years of being active in the region around Darmstadt he moved to Leipzig, where he soon started to get really busy in the scene.

Today, he is working for the young German label Phunk:fiction Recordings, organises regular events and hosts a radio show called “Radio 3tes Ohr” every two weeks on Saturday evening. 

He just recently he teamed up with Lucius 14 from Modular Studio in Frankfurt / Main, to start to produce their own expressions of drum & bass music.
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CON.STRUCT

(Outsider Records, constructmusic.de, Leipzig, Germany) 

Cons.Struct aka Björn Schinkel produces and has been working live (and lively) within the drum and bass since the year 2000, now. His tracks and live sets sound rather futuristic, somewhere between euphoria and melancholy, using original funk breaks to merge them into a furious drumfunk explosion.

After having had several CD releases, his tune “I feel the earth move” came out on Outsider Records, which is the imprint of no other than Paradox. But also his collaboration track  “The Ice Planet” with Fracture&Neptunes earned a lot of international attention.

Con.structs live sets display an impulsive fusion of ruff drumfunk and atmospheric soundscapes and are always spontaneous and have an improvised attitude – but never lacking the proper amount of drive. Therefore, any live set is different and works with the crowd and reacts to it.

WALBURGA WALDE
(Phase3, High Finesse, Dresden, Germany) 
Walburga Walde has a long personal history in music, generally. After having played the recorder für seven years, she began to focus on singing and the piano at the age of 15. Since then, she has sung in a lot of different vocal groups and formations. Among them were “Wolbornosce” (a modern sorbian jazz and folk group), “Phase 3” (an electronic and vocal improvisation group) and the jazz choir of Leipzig’s  music college “Felix Mendelssohn-Batholdy”, just to name a few.

Since late summer 2005, she is working together with the jungle / drum and bass crew High Finesse in Dresden, creating live sets that are always surprising – from soulful to groovy, from rolling to rocking.

Her voice spectrum allows her to fit almost any occasion and still be different and individual in her melodic expression.
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CORN FLEX

(High Finesse, Spur1 Radio, Dresden, Germany)

Corn Flex has early been infected by british breakbeat music. Since the year 1993 he has been collecting jungle records and organising parties in local youth clubs and venues. Since these days, he has always stayed true to his philosophy of diversity within the jungle sound. He prefers to play long sets which give him the opportunity to catch the crowd and take it with him on a journey through all dimensions of saturated breaks, warm bass lines and the proper amount of funk. Because funk to him means the use of the right beat mathematics, in order to create a groove full of friction and itching grooves, no matter if goes clubby or heavy at the moment.

A good set to him starts with the ability of the DJ to be a real selector and react to what’s happening on the floor, always on the run. Spinning records means communication with the audience and the right humour to give those a wink who like to take themselves too serious, again and again.

In summer 2001, Corn Flex and other enthusiasts founded the High Finesse Bass Travel Agency, in order to spread the love for a so-called fusion jungle over East Germany – so far the plans.

2005 was an important year for the crew and Flex himself. Since May, he hosts a monthly drum and bass radio show in Dresden. Other than that, in June he had the opportunity to tour through a little part of Romania, where his colleague Metasound and him found worthy contacts and a wonderful scene they would have never expected to be so lively. Respect and sorry about the ignorance, before.

Furthermore, since September he works together with the two female vocalists Walburga Walde and Paula Wiechmann, to work on the vision of an energetic jungle live show in the name of the wobble.

(baMSe, Tg.Mures, Romania)
